Hapeville Charter Career Academy is excited about the solar eclipse that is occurring Monday. August 21,
This is a real-time “teachable moment™ to increase the science literacy of our students, and we will be
utitizing a variety of instructional resources fo provide an unforgentable leamning experience.

At Hapeville Charter Career Academy, a part of thal learning experience is allowing students to view the
event. At approximately 2:35 p.m., the metro Atlanta area will experience a 98% solar eclipse and we will
take some students outdoors for about twenty minutes if weather permits, Other students will have the
opporfunity to view the solar eclipse live stream from classrooms and participate indoors with specialized
learning experiences. Similar to a field trip, we will have adults to provide supervision and safety, as well as
specialized eclipse viewing glasses to protect students’ eyes. However, the best safety precaution we can ask
for is your cooperation. We need vou to reinforce with your student(s) that they should listen to the
chaperones and adhere to their requests (Le.. not removing the solar glasses without permission). Keeping
students safe while they enjov the educational experience is our goal.

We are sharing the school district’s consent form for this event. If you wish your student to participate
in outdoor viewing activities, it is imperative that you sign and return this document to your child’s
teacher by second period Monday, August 21, 2017. We huve indoor learning experiences planned if
you do not want your child te participate or if a signed consent form is not received.

We understand that many parents want to share this experience with their child. Fulton County Schools hes
determined that all student absences and/or early check-outs on this day will be counted as excused. Parents
who wish to pick up their students are requested to do so before 12:30 p.m. so that there is ample time to get
safely home or to an eclipse viewing location, From start to finish, the event is expected to last approximately
three hours. with the actual eclipse occurring around 2:35 p.m., which is why there is the 12:30 p.m, check-out
deadline.

Also, on August 21, elementary schools throughout Fulton County will not dismiss until 3:03 p.m. since the
darkest part of the event is scheduled to occur during the dismissal process of elementary school students, For
the majority of elementary schools, this is 2 45-minute delay, and middle and high school buses also will
experience delays due to the delay in elementary dismissal. Middle and high school walkers, car riders, and
drivers will dismiss according to their normal schedules.

As vou can see, this is an exciting time for our students and our staff. We look forward to an informative and
enjovable day of scientific leamning on August 21,

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How to View the 2017 Solar Eclipse Safely

A solar eclipse occurs whan the Moon blocks any part of the Sun, On Maonday, August 21, 2017, a solar eclipse will be
vizible {weather permitting} across all of North America. The whaole continent will experiance 2 partial eclipse iasting 2 1o
1 hours. Halfway through the event, anyone within a roughly 70-miie-wide path from Oregon to South Carolina
(httoa//gn. nasa govf 20C0the ) will experience & briefl total eclipse, when the Moan completely blocks the Sun's bright

face for up to 2 minutes 40 seconds, turning day into night-and making visible the otherwise hidden solar corens — the
Sun's cuter atmosphere — one of nature’s most awesome sights Bright stars and planets will become visible as well

Looking directly at the Sun:is unsafe except during the brief total phase of asolar eclipse {“totality” ), whan the Moon
entirely blocks the Sun's bright face, which will happen only within the narrow path of tozality,
N OTE « In Fulton County, there will nat be a fotal eclipse. Il is expecied to be a 983% fofal eclipse.

« It is not considered safe to view any part of the eclipse without specialized, protective eyewaar.
The only safe way to lock directly at the uredipsed or partially eclipsed Sun is through
special-purpose solar filters, such as "eclipse glasses” (example shown at left) or hand-held
solar viewers, Homemade filiers or ordinary sunglasses, even very dark ones, are not safe
for looking st the Sun. To date four manufacturars have ceriified that their edipse glasses
and handheld solar viewers meet the IS0 12312-2 intematioral standard for such
products; Ralnbow Symphony, American Paper Optics, Thousand Osks Optical, and T5E 17

An aitsrnative methad for ssfe viewing of the partizlly eclipsed Sun is pinhole projection. For example, cross the
outstretched, shghtly open fingers of one hand aver the autstretched, slightly open fingers of the other, With your back
to the Sun, look at your hands' shadow on the ground. The Ittle spaces between your fingers will project a grid of small
images on the ground; showing the Sun as a crescent during the partial phazes of the eclipse.

A solar eclipse is one of nature’s grandest spectacies. By following these simpie rules, yon can safely enjoy the view and
be rewarded with memaories to |3zt a lifetime.
